You are Romanian Peasants

You are scared of the “infidel” Ottomans, who are always threatening to invade from Turkey and make Romania a Muslim country.

There are lots of German traders nearby who undercut your prices all the time, so you can’t sell your crops and are very poor.

Your country has had a lot of rulers in a short space of time – this isn’t very good, because it makes it easier for other countries to attack.

You are looking for a hero.
You are Romanian Boyars

Boyars were very important people, a bit like the Barons and Lords in England at the time – they owned land and advised the ruler, the Prince. They were also cunning and often plotted to murder Princes they didn’t like.

By 1456, when Dracula turns up, some of you boyars have survived 30 different princes!

You don’t really care who is Prince, as long as you stay rich and powerful. If you don’t like the Prince, you can always murder him.

The only problem is, you can never agree on who the best person to be Prince is! (What you really need is someone to come in and sort you all out, but you don’t want that to happen).

You are the Holy Roman Emperor

You control most of Western Europe.

You like to think of yourself as a proper Roman emperor like Caesar, and you’re always looking to conquer more land, or sign treaties with foreign Princes so that you control their land.

You hate the Ottomans (infidel scum!) and are constantly leading crusades against them, trying to drive them out of the Holy Land. You’re always looking for allies to lead troops into battle for you, and countries to provide soldiers.

Dracula’s dad, Dracul, became a member of your secret Ottoman-hating society, the Order of the Dragon, and vowed to stop them from conquering land in Europe. You hope one of Dracul’s descendants becomes Prince of Romania, because then you can make him do the same.
You are the Sultan of the Ottoman Empire

You control huge amounts of land, including Holy places like Jerusalem.

You have been very successful in taking over parts of southwest Europe, like Greece and parts of Yugoslavia. You enjoy doing this because it makes you Richard and more powerful, and it annoys the Holy Roman Emperor (Bible bashing scum!)

Romania is next on your list of places to conquer. But you don’t have to go to war with them – all you need is a nice Prince who will sign a treaty with you and pay you taxes.

You held Dracula and his brother prisoner for six years and taught them everything you know. You’re a LOT closer to his brother, but Dracula is still like a son to you. 

You are the Prince of Hungary

You are Dracula’s neighbour.

Romania has been badly ruled for years so you can pop over the border and raid the cities whenever you feel like it.

You’re powerful, a friend of the Holy Roman Emperor, an enemy of the Ottomans, and you control quite a lot of land (in a few hundred years your empire will cover a huge area of Europe!)

You have planted lots of Germans merchants in the region and make quite a lot of money from them. 

You want a Prince who will be friendly to you and your allies, and turn a blind eye to all the raids and sneaky merchants.
You are German Merchants

You’ve been getting pretty rich in Romania. 

The peasants aren’t too bright and it’s really easy to sell your stuff cheaper than them and make a profit.

In some places there are so many of you that you can fix the prices higher than they should be, but nobody can argue because you’re the only people selling.

You hope things never change – you’re making a good living for yourself in Romania. 

You can speak a couple of languages and have good trading links with Western Europe. You often write home, or visit, and tell people about your life in Romania.
